Village Branch Pickup Program

The Public Works Department
continues with pickups on two Mondays in Sept. and
each Monday in October. The dates are Sept. 13 & 27,
and Oct. 4,11,18 & 25 .

Residents are reminded that there is a requirement that
residents notify Public Works of their request for branch
pickup. Requests must be called in or e -mailed no later
than the Friday prior to the desired Monday pickup date.

Public Works also reminds residents that they will only
be collecting trimmed branches. Branches that are left
from entire tree removals will not be picked up. In addi-
tion, Public Works will not pick up lawn refuse, leaves,
grass clippings, tree trunks and/or logs, etceteras.

To facilitate timely pick -ups, the length of the limbs and
branches should be left as long as possible. Whole limbs
chip up much better than small, cut -up pieces. Please
spread out evenly along the parkway, with cut ends of
branches and limbs facing the street. Tangled piles of
limbs or branches placed haphazardly will not be picked

up.

If a tree trimming service or lawn service takes down,

trims or prunes your tree, please have the service com-
pany provide removal of the debris. The Public Works

Dept. will not remove debris or branches left by

tree trimming companies or lawn service contrac-

tors.

Please note that small amounts of branches or twigs that
can fit into lawn refuse bags should be placed into bags
instead of in the parkway. These smaller piles of twigs
do not go through the chipper well.

Residents on the Basic refuse collection service plan may
place 6 bags or 32 gallon containers of yard waste at the
curb, which will be picked up at no extra charge.

Residents on the Pay -per-tag refuse collection service
plan must attach one paid tag on each yard waste con-
tainer (up to 32 gallons).
