An Open Letter to Residents from Mayor Loy

To the residents of Winthrop Harbor and other stakeholders interested in the
success of the North Point Marina Lakefront Complex—to the benefit of the
Village, Lake County and the State of Illinois;

The reason for my letter today is to ask for your support in signing a petition in-
tended to encourage the Illinois Department of Natural Resources to take action to
privatize the North Point Marina complex and its surrounding lands. We believe that
privatization will lead to, at a minimum, the
completion of the master development plan
envisioned in 1989 when the marina
opened.

North Point Marina Lakefront Complex

The promise of an economic boon to our vil-
lage when the marina was being planned
has, in recent years, eroded into frustration.

As the State has refused to respond appro-
priately to our many requests for coopera-
tion, we have been forced to stand by and
watch our most valued land asset deterio- -
rate to an unkempt and outdated facility. The result has been the loss of the use of
our public beach and the driving away of marina customers as well as other potential
visitors to our area. We need the marina to be successful and we need to be able to
market the entire lakefront as a tourist destination in or-

It is this desired business investment that is at the center
of our objective in seeing the lakefront used to its fullest
potential. Business investment will create non-residential
tax revenues for our village, helping to fund essential ser-
vices without having to ask our residents to continue to
shoulder the lion’s share of the burden.

It is as plain as this; we have interested private parties
who want to invest in the marina and the original plan, but the State will not so
much as schedule a meeting with us to discuss the matter. We are hoping that this
will change when we can get enough well informed people to sign our petition. You
can help by signing when asked, and by asking your State elected officials what they
are doing about the lakefront.

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EDC News

How we Pay for Government Services

As we move into the New Year we thought it might be a
good time to revisit how your tax dollars are used to pay
for local services and why the EDC is focused on attract-
ing business development to our community.

While there are literally dozens of taxing bodies that
share tax collections, the two we will focus on here are
the Village and the school districts. And while there are
many taxes that we all pay, the ones the EDC are most
interested in are property and sales tax, as these can
have the greatest impact on Village and school district
budgets. In short, the plans we are attempting to imple-
ment are intended to increase non-residential tax reve-
nue to support local services without increasing the fi-
nancial burden on our residents.

Revenue for both the village and the school districts are
derived primarily from property tax collections. Around
11% of your property taxes go to the village while ap-
proximately 70% go to the schools. This is true whether
the tax is collected on a business property or a residen-
tial property. The difference is in what services will be
provided to the user of the property. Services provided to
a business user are much different (and in many cases
much less costly) than those required by a residential
user. The major difference in services provided to each
type of property is that business users will not increase
the burden on the school system. Businesses therefore
can produce the same amount of property taxes as a resi-
dential user, but the business use will not add students
to the system, meaning more revenue without adding
cost.

A secondary tax benefit in using land for business can
come in the form of the village share of retail tax collec-
tions. The village will receive approximately 15% of re-
tail sale taxes collected, again contributing to the reve-
nue side of our budget with minimal impact on the ex-
pense side. If the EDC is successful in implementing the
goal of attracting business investment, we can find new
revenues to support village and school services without
needing to ask residents to carry more of the burden.

New Seat Belt Law Begins Jan. 1st

The Police Department would like to remind everyone
that an amendment to the Illinois seat belt law takes ef-
fective on January 1, 2012. With this new law, all pas-
sengers must be buckled up, regardless of where you sit
in the vehicle.

The new law was signed by Governor Pat Quinn in June
and is aimed at reducing the number of back seat passen-
gers ejected from their vehicles during traffic crashes.

The new law strengthens the state’s current seat belt
laws, which require passengers in the front seat and any-
one under the age of 19 to wear safety belts. Police will be
able to stop vehicles if they notice any passenger isn’t
strapped in. Fines start at $25.

The underlying goal is to save lives, and Illinois is already
on the right track in that department. For the last two
years our state’s traffic fatalities have dipped under 1,000
each year. That’s still 1,000 too many fatalities, of course,
and the legislature is counting on this new law to push
that number farther down. In 1998 seat belt usage by
drivers and front seat passengers in Illinois was under
65%, while in 2010 over 96% were buckled in. Clearly this
increase has played a significant role in saving lives. It’s
simply a fact that you have a much higher likelihood of
surviving a traffic crash when you're belted in. So buckle
up, Winthrop Harbor, and stay safe for your loved
ones!

Home Heating Safety Tips

Wood stoves and fireplaces are becoming a very common
heat source in homes. Careful attention to safety can
minimize their fire hazard. To use these heaters safely, be
sure the fireplace or stove is installed properly. Wood
stoves should have adequate clearance (36”) from combus-
tible surfaces and proper floor support and protection.
Wood stoves should be of good quality, solid construction
and design, and should be laboratory tested. Have the
chimney inspected annually and cleaned if necessary, es-
pecially if it has not been used for some time.

Do not use flammable liquids to start or accelerate any
fire. Keep a glass or metal screen in front of the fireplace
opening, to prevent embers or sparks from jumping out.
Don’t use excessive amounts of paper to build roaring fires
in your fireplace. It’s possible to ignite creosote in the
chimney by overbuilding the fire.

Never burn charcoal indoors. Burning charcoal can give
off lethal amounts of carbon monoxide.

Keep flammable materials away from your fireplace man-
tel. A spark from the fireplace could easily ignite these
materials. Before you go to sleep, be sure your fireplace
fire is out! NEVER close your damper with hot ashes in
the fireplace. A closed damper will help the fire to heat up
again and will force toxic carbon monoxide into the home.

If synthetic logs are used, follow the directions on the
package carefully. NEVER break a synthetic log apart to
quicken the fire or use more than one log at a time. They
often burn unevenly, releasing higher than normal heat
and fumes.

If using a kerosene heater, be sure it is in good working
condition. Inspect the exhaust parts for carbon buildup.
Be sure your heater has an emergency shut-off in case it is
tipped over. Use ONLY the fuel recommended by the
manufacturer, and never introduce a fuel into a unit not
designed for that type of fuel. Keep kerosene and other
flammable liquids stored in approved metal containers in
well ventilated storage areas, outside of the house.

Never fill a heater while it’s operating or still hot, and
avoid overfilling. Refueling should always be done outside.
